Solo and Ensemble Participation
Solo and Ensemble is a wonderful way to encourage our students to push their individual talents and musicianship.  This is achieved by preparing for performances in small ensembles or solo events.  On the day of Solo and Ensemble, our students will perform for an adjudicator who will give them a rating and comments on their performance.  The ratings are established by MSBOA and range from a Division I rating (Excellent Performance) to a Division IV rating (Poor Performance).  
Cost:  The cost to participate in Solo and Ensemble is to be paid by participating students.  MSBOA will give absolutely no refunds for scratched, or canceled, events or any other reason, and therefore our Bridgman Band Boosters will be unable to give refunds either.  These fees pay for the adjudicators who spend the entire day judging various groups, ensembles, and solos.  The fees are as follows:


Solo Event 


= $6


Ensembles 


= $5 per participant 

Accompaniment Fee*  
= $25-30 
*The accompaniment fee does not apply to all events.  They are usually for solo events, and occasionally a duet.  This fee typically includes one or two sessions with the accompanist prior to S/E.  The price range may vary depending on who the accompanist is, but the amount given is an average.

Transportation: Transportation to and from solo and ensemble events are not provided by thet school.  Students must find their own transportation to the hosting site.  This may include carpooling with other ensemble members or other soloists, or other pre-arranged travel.  Students should arrive 45 minutes to an hour prior to performance to assure that you know where your warm-up and performance rooms are.

Preparation:  In order to help our students prepare for Solo and Ensemble, it is required of students to meet with me once a week leading up to the event for 15 minutes a week.  This is to allow me to gauge student progress and to assist groups and individuals as they learn their music.  This is typically done before school or during advisory.  Other times may also be arranged.  
Performance Day:  It is possible to request either a morning or an afternoon performance time.  However, it is easier to request this in advance than it is to change it after the MSBOA deadline to submit entries.  Students should dress formally and avoid informal clothing.
