Mrs. Davis’ Acceptable Use Policy

The quality of education in technology is of most importance in this classroom.  The following Acceptable Technology Use Rules were created in an effort to ensure that all users have access to computers used in an ethical manner.  All users must agree to abide by the following rules.

· The use of BST’s computers, networks, and related equipment is to support education and research.

· Any use of Bridgman’s computers, networks, and related equipment for illegal activity is prohibited.

· Users will care for the equipment that they use and will not damage, deface, or misuse any computers or related equipment.

· Users will report all damage or problems with equipment immediately upon discovery.

· Access is a privilege.  All users will be considerate to others users.  Users will respect the rights and property of others and will not improperly access, misappropriated or misuse the files, data, or information of others.  

· Users will not access obscene or pornographic material.

· Hate mail, harassment, discriminatory remarks and other anti-social behaviors are prohibited on all of Bridgman Public Schools computers.

· Subscriptions to List servers, bulletin boards, music, and on-line services are prohibited unless approved by the district.

· Using programs that harass other users or infiltrate a computing system and/or damage the software components is prohibited.

· The username and password assigned to the user are not to be shared or used by anyone other than the registered user.

· Users may not leave their account open or unattended.

· Users will keep all accounts and passwords confidential and not accessible to others.  Each user is responsible for all material sent and received under their account.  Do not give you password to anyone.  It is a good idea not to transmit any personal information over the Internet (address, phone number, school address, etc.  Students should never arrange to meet in person anyone contacted over the Internet without parent’s permission)

· Users will take precautions to prevent viruses on school’s equipment. Disks from home will not be used without permission.

· Users will not install any software or unauthorized files on any school computers.

· The duplication of any software is illegal and prohibited.

· User’s files are subject to teachers review at any time.

· Students will not change settings on the computers in the classroom without permission from Mrs. Davis.

· Improper use of technology resources, including but not limited to Internet use, may also give rise to disciplinary action per staff’s discretion.

· Listening to music in the computer lab will only be allowed with permission.

· Online music is not an option!
