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Assignment:  Each student will be required to read a novel (a minimum of 200 pages) outside of class.

Requirements:  You must read one book per semester, keep a reading log, and turn in and present a report on your book.  Mrs. Harding must approve your book.  You will be given some time in class to read.   

You will turn in a written (typed) report, your reading log, and your book poster.

· Using the attached sheet (as your log) and sentence starters, keep a reading log for your book (12 entries).  The reading log will enable you to write and think about your reading experience.

Directions:  Once you have finished your novel and reading log, complete the following report.  Your final draft must be typed (Times New Roman, size 12), double-spaced.  Your report will be submitted to Turnitin.com.

· A paragraph = 6-8 sentences

· Give the title (underlined or in italics), author, and a brief summary of the book (2-3 paragraphs).  
· Choose one character that you liked or disliked most in the book. Describe this character (physically, personality, relationships), and explain why you felt the way you did about this character (2 paragraphs).
· Give your recommendation of the book – BE SPECIFIC (1 paragraph).

Book Poster:                                      30 (5 per quote) points

· Choose six quotations (at least a sentence or two) from your book that you found interesting, powerful, or important.
· Divide a large sheet of paper or poster board into six sections, and copy one quotation onto the bottom of each section.
· Illustrate each quotation. You may draw or use magazine pictures or computer graphics. Effort will be considered!
· Be prepared to discuss and explain your choice and illustrations for the six quotations.

· OPTION:  Instead of making a poster, you have the option of making your quotes in PowerPoint.  Create one slide for each quote (6 slides) and illustrate each slide.  Make sure that the illustrations relate to the quote and that your slides show effort.
· Be prepared to discuss and explain your choice and illustrations for the six quotations.
· Give Mrs. Harding a copy of your slides before presenting.
· Send me your PowerPoint (jharding@bridgmanschools.com) or save it on a flash drive.

For the presentation, you will be asked to 

· give a summary of the book
· share and discuss quotes from your book poster
· give your recommendation of the book

· You may use your written report during the presentation.
