To receive extra-credit for science you can choose from a variety of things.  Make sure you take the time to do a good job.  If it is worth doing, it’s worth doing right!  

Science related TV program – Did you watch a great special on the new and improved Hubble Space Telescope?  Or perhaps a show on new technology?  Write up a summary of what you watched, along with the date of the show, channel, time and title of the show and turn it in.  TV programs can include anything on PBS, Discovery Channel, History Channel, Science Channel, local channels, etc.. As long as it relates to science, you can use it.  If you are unsure, ask me.

Science related article – Found a great article in the newspaper with information on the newest green energy?  Write up a summary of the article, along with the title, author,  and the name of magazine or newspaper.  

Design your own experiment – Create your own experiment that tests a theory, proves a concept, or just helps you discover something new.  You must complete a write up using the scientific method.  Keep good records of your observations and data.  A summary of your experiment must also be included.  Check with me BEFORE you do this one!
Outline and questions – Do an outline and answer all questions at the end of each section of a chapter we are not covering this year.  They include chapters 9, 21, 22, 23, 24, or 25.
