Extra credit – Given through short answer questions on chapter tests, on selected labs or if a student goes above and beyond with their projects.  I do not give additional homework assignments or reports; please, don’t ask.
Extended absences will be handled in accordance with school policy. (i.e. Miss one day, you have one day to make it up.)  You are allowed 10 absences per semester.  Once you are over the 10th absence or 4th unexcused absence you will receive a 2 full letter drop in your grade (i.e. if you have a B you will receive a D on your report card).  
Lab make-up will be allowed before school and after school.  It is the student’s job to set up a time with me to make up the lab.  I will not track you down to complete a lab.  If the lab is not made up within a few days of their absence the student will receive a zero.
Students are responsible for getting all assignments proceeding and/or following an absence.

Tests and quizzes need to be made up within one week (7 Days) of the students return.  (i.e. You miss the test on Monday, you have until next Monday to make it up or it will become a zero!)

Projects will be given at least once every marking period.  They have the most amount of points possible when determining your grade, make sure you spend the time to do it right.  Do NOT plagiarize your work; you will get an F for the marking period, be written up, and parents will be called!
Semester grades will be determined by counting each 9 week’s grade as 40% and each semester exam as 20%.  
Key Points (VERY IMPORTANT!)
A. Due dates for daily assignments will be posted at the time the assignment is given and/or expressed by teacher.

B. Tests will be given over 1 or 2 chapters.

C. Quizzes will be given every chapter (Scheduled and Random/Pop)

D. The semester exam will cover only that semester’s material.  Every semester exam will have a least one essay question.
E. All assignments are due on posted due dates unless otherwise noted.  Late assignments will NOT be accepted and will result in a zero! 

1) However, you are allowed ONE “freebie” per SEMESTER!
2) “Freebie” cards can not be used for projects and must be attached to the assignment in order for it to be graded.  
3) The “freebie” card does not get you out of completing the assignment it just allows you ONE more day to finish.

4) Projects will not be accepted late.  You must turn them in on their due date, no exceptions.  If you show up to school late the day the project is due you must turn it in or receive a zero; even if you have missed Biology class that day, but you came in after the class.
