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[image: image2.emf]  The purpose of a newsletter is to provide specialized information to a targeted audience. A school newsletter can be a great way to develop a strong relationship with parents. First, choose a short title or theme for your newsletter — something like "School News," or “Back to School.”  If you’d like,  you  can also add a   date and   volume number  for yo ur  newsle t ter.   Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.  


     In reading this week, we learned about making predictions, and sequencing.  We  also discussed what it means to read with “fluency”.  The children are doing a nice job tracking as they read.  Don’t panic if it seems your child is “memorizing” instead of “reading”.  Early in the year, this is very common! Homework this weekend is reading pg. 38 – 63.


     Spelling is going very well – words are being spelled correctly, and NEATLY! (  Keep up the good work!


     In writing, we are learning how to come up with the ideas we use for our writing, and have learned the “Ideas Song”.  We sing it OFTEN!!!  The children got to choose their topic this week, and are focusing on writing details and staying on topic.  We also wrote about fall and apples, and tried to include all five senses.


     In Math we have explored many new materials that will be used all year.  We continue studying the number line and grid.  We are learning the difference between weather and temperature, and are learning how to read a thermometer.  We spent a lot of time this week doing Apple Math.  We measured the distance around our apple, used a balance, printed apple fractions, used our senses to help us list apple attributes, graphed apples, and of course, TASTED them!  (Our favorite part)


     In Social Studies/Weekly Reader, we discussed friendship and the importance of including everyone in what we do.  We read stories about friends, and the first weeks of school.


     We continue to use our senses in Science as we learn about living and nonliving things, but will now be focusing on living plants.  


     We were excited to have a visit from our high school friends today as we celebrated school spirit and homecoming.  Thank you to the PTO for purchasing our “beads” to use at the football game tonight.  GO BEES!!


     Please double-check your child’s backpack before Monday morning.  We are already missing some blue homework folders, reading bags, and white Friday folders.  If lost, there is a small replacement fee.


     Don’t forget picture day next week on Wednesday!
